Although always a nagging concern for U.S. museums, the taking of artworks and artifacts in the wide-
spread looting of the colonial era now emerges as a primary issue following the Sarr-Savoy Report.  This 
report addresses France’s need to make amends for extensive looting in sub-Saharan Africa and it has 
sparked increased attention in Europe and the United States. This panel will review the Sarr-Savoy Report 
and its recommendations, discuss the historical facts upon which it is based and comparable situations 
occurring in colonized areas elsewhere, relate those events to the current situation with Native American 
losses and claims, and review the legal context of colonial appropriation issues.
